I PAD Instructions – Canto App for EPIC
1. Swipe up from the bottom of the I-Pad screen
2. IPAD LOGIN: (extension of your department) is 4327



3. Click on Epic (Canto) icon  [image: ]
4. Type in Epic user ID and password 

5. If you are logged into OR, you must select the little folder Icon on the left hand side of your screen.

6. Once you find your patient tap their name to open their chart.

7. Click on little camera up by patient’s picture.  See picture below.

I PAD How To – 
To Log Out – Click on Canto Chart Icon in the top left corner. Drop down pops up – click Log out from the drop down menu.
